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POINTS TOWARD CORD

When students (16 year old students must have a consent form) give blood during

the school year they earn points toward a Cord of Courage.

When six points have been earned, the student is given a Cord of Courage to wear

at graduation, and keep forever. For students who earn 10 or more points, a Super

Cord of Courage can be earned. School administration must approve the cord

before it can be presented.

The Cord of Courage Program recognizes high school seniors who have made the decision

to give someone the gift of life through blood donation and recruiting blood donors.

Make sure they tell their donor care specialist they are

helping you toward your Cord of Courage! Note: You can't donate and have a surrogate donor.
